Cornelia Sorabji went to Oxford to study law and became one of
the first Indian women to be called to the bar. Already a well
known Bombay journalist, Behramji Malabari traveled to
London in 1890 to seek support for his social reform projects. All
three felt the influence of imperial power keenly during even the
most everyday encounters in Britain, and their extensive writings
are conscious analyses of how "Englishness" was made and
remade in relation to imperalism. The accounts of these three
sojourners--all prominent, educated Indians--represent complex,
critical ethnographies of "native" metropolitan society and offer
revealing glimpses of what it was like to be a colonial subject in
fin-de-siecle Britain.
